Perets’ O. The processes of Ukrainian style formation
in art and architecture of Poltava in the XIXth — ear-
ly XXth centuries as a basis of new national environ-
mental thinking.

Background. Spatial and objectal environment of
contemporary towns and cities of Ukraine has lost its
historically conditioned architectural and artistic ex-
pressiveness, which corresponds to the integral social-
historical content. According to the history of Ukraine,
its territory had been a province of different empires.
During the period of Ukraine s independence, its inner
political and economic circumstances, aggravated by
negative demographical shifts, became the dynamic
factors of spontaneous social-administrative deforma-
tion. Somehow or other, a radical reformation of towns
and villages of Ukraine is taking place, which demands
responsible attitude. The problem reflects the reality
and makes the search of ways in formation of contem-
porary objective and spatial environment acutely rel-
evant. The breach of hereditary traditions is most obvi-
ous in the sphere of artistic and designer s organization
of environment, which may become functional means
of interaction actualization between national and re-
gional cultures, a productive force of society for which
economic potential of interaction between national and
regional cultures, may be one of the main sources of
the state s development, which declares loyalty to Euro-
pean values. With the purpose of humanistic and con-
ceived aesthetic objectal and spatial environment for-
mation, which has the features of national peculiarity,
it is necessary to form the environmental strategy on
the basis of conscious interpretation, when the means
of traditional architectural and artistic composition
are processed. Traditional Ukrainian culture, the basis
of which is common for all ethnic regions of Ukraine,
stands out for its local peculiarities diversity. Poltava,
as a historical and ethnocultural region, geographical-
ly located in the centre of the country, is the area, where
some key processes of Ukrainian nation formation took
place. Consequently, the study of the traditions of envi-
ronmental creation acquires paramount importance in
the context of contemporary Ukrainian environmental
formation.

Objectives. The objective of the paper is the analysis of
the architecture-artistic process of style creation which
took place on the territory of Poltava in the XIXth —
early XXth centuries from the point of view of contem-
porary environmental thinking, which will provide an
opportunity for deeper understanding of the actual
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problems of national environmental design in contem-
porary Ukraine on the stage of decentralization.
Methods. The methods of the research involve the
historical-theoretical and empirical scientific methods.
The environmental approach is used to analyze the re-
sults of creative activity of Ukrainian architects and
artists, who worked in Poltava at the creation of new
national style in early XXth century.

Results. After the authoritarian formations had ab-
sorbed Ukrainian territories in the 2" half of the
XVIIth century, the bright political, cultural and in-
stitutional displays of Ukrainian republican nation of
the epoch of the Hetman State became the example
for the forthcoming generations of intellectual patri-
ots to follow. The danger of losing cultural identity
stimulated the process of Ukrainian national rebirth,
which was initially directed to the sphere of Ukrainian
culture. After Napoleonic Wars of 1796 — 1815, Eu-
ropean countries were overwhelmed with the cultural
spirit, aimed at the revival of national traditions in
art. In Ukraine, these ideas sprang in the works of
such architects as A. Tona, Y. Chervinsky, L. Zhem-
chuzhnikov, 1. Schtroma, who drew inspiration from
the architecture of Ukraine to create the first samples
of the reborn national style. At the end of the XIXth
century, the patriotic ardour of Ukrainian artists fit
into the general European artistic movement, con-
nected with the second wave of national romanticism
movement, which reflected antieclectic intentions of
artists of the Modern period. In Poltava appeared
the first samples of Ukrainian architectural Modern,
which signified the main architectural trends and
styles of the latest Ukrainian architecture. Until 1917,
Poltava was a unique Ukrainian centre of general
Ukrainian architectural style formation. Analyzing
such phenomena as Ukrainian Modern and Ukrainian
architectural style from the standpoint of environmen-
tal thinking, it becomes obvious that it is impossible to
treat them merely as the category of “style”. The cre-
ators of these phenomena strove not only for artistic-
aesthetical reformations, but also for radical changes
in the social-political state of their nation. Using the
achievements of the contemporary science and tech-
nology, they tried to conceive the whole cultural-
aesthetic evolution of the society. Thus, the created
Ukrainian style initially did not have the exact histori-
cal localization, synchronism, monistic sameliness of
the forming principles, which are inherent in the cat-
egory of “style”, but it gears to the accumulation of
the content, manner of execution, passion to constant
changes, typical of the category of “environment”.
Conclusions. From contemporary perspectives, ‘“en-
vironment” as an ecological category, which tends to
evolution, must internally preserve the images of differ-
ent historical periods and have genetic memory, which
emerges on its surface. Taking into consideration the
same positions, the search for Ukrainian style of the
early XXth century, held in Poltava, should be regarded
as the beginning of the formation of new national en-
vironmental principles, which in contemporary difficult
circumstances should react to historical and social-cul-
tural peculiarities of Ukrainian regional development.
