Khalaitsan V. Landscape Compositions of the Parks
of Podillia Region of the XVIII — Beginning of the
XX Century: Philosophical-World-View Context of
the Foundation.

Background. The influence of philosophical-world-
view influences on the regional (Podillia) art of park
construction of the XVIII — beginning of the XX cen-
turies, the dominant type of landscape composition
has been grounded. The annotated review of existing
researches (on philosophy, cultural studies, national
psychology, history, landscape design) covering vari-
ous aspects of philosophical-world-view foundations of
the art of park construction has been carried out. The
Sfundamental works on the presented problem (O. Vaver,
D. Likhachov, M. Sokolov, etc.) have been analyzed, the
researches, tangent to the problem of the philosophical-
world-view foundation of the design of park landscapes
(D. Zamiatina, V. Korentsvit, D. Kuzmina, E. Torchi-
nova, Yu. Tiutiunnyk). The influence of philosophy of
gentry world-view and the mentality on the way of
life of Podillia owners of estates has been interpreted
according to the conclusions drawn in the works of
H. Holenchenko, M. Mekhovskyi, T. Snyder, Y. Tazbir,
B. Trentsky, W. Wasik, T. Chrzanowski. It is proved that
the philosophical-world-view concepts as the basis of
the estate park construction of Podillia region of the
determined period have not yet been the subject of a
holistic art-study research.

Objectives. The scientific novelty of the problem, its in-
sufficient research in domestic science, resulted in the
Jfollowing goals of the article: to briefly characterize the
philosophical-world-view foundation of the creation of the
gardens of the Baroque period, parks, performed in the
French regular, English landscape and scenery styles; to
trace the ontogenesis of philosophical thought about its
influence on the tradition of Podillia park construction,
to give the most expressive examples of the influence of
world-view notions on the formation of landscapes; to
correlate the philosophical ideas of the English landscape
style, Orient philosophy and noble world outlook and
mentality; to give the most expressive examples of their
embodiment in the landscapes of Podillia parks.
Methods. The multi-scientific nature of the object of
the research led to the use of both general scientific:
analytic-synthetic, historical-scientific, and special
methods of art science: the method of semiotic analysis
(according to Yu. Lotman) — for studying the park as
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an artistic and cultural phenomenon, the comparative
method is applied when comparing features, inherent in
individual parks and their prototypes (the study of the
imitation of philosophical-artistic tradition of Western
European park construction). The biographical method
allowed finding out the ambitious, “Great Polish” mo-
tifs of the significant part of the owners in making the
order for the creation of landscape compositions. In or-
der to ensure the integrity of the research methodology,
the hermeneutical approach has been used, proposing
as the main method of cognition-understanding, the in-
terpretation of the content filling of such cultural phe-
nomenon as the park, the art of park-building.

Results. The article deals with the explanation of philo-
sophical-world-view influences on the regional (Podil-
lia) art of park building of the XVIII — beginning of the
XX century. The philosophical-world-view foundation
of origin of the ideas of creating the gardens of the Ba-
roque period, parks performed in the French regular,
English landscape and scenery, eclectic, oriental styles
has been laconically characterized. The article pres-
ents the reflection of the artistic-symbolic philosophy
of the Baroque in European park construction, explains
the reasons for the monopolization of the Baroque can-
ons in the philosophy of the French regular park, and
substantiates the political-philosophical-world-view
causes of the emergence of the English landscape style.
The ontogenesis of philosophical thought about the in-
Sfluence of world-view ideas, the mental factor on the
tradition of Podillia estate park construction has been
traced. The most expressive examples of the influence
of world-view notions on the formation of landscapes
in Maliivtsi, Samchyky, Makiv, Holozubyntsi, Antoniny,
Mykhailivtsi, Novoselytsia, Hovory, Pluzhne, Skarzhyn-
tsi (Khmelnytskyi region); Voronovytsia, Piatnychany,
Nemyriv, Obodov (Vinnytsia region),; Zalishchyky, Ya-
hilnytsia, Chervonohrad (Ternopil region) have been
given. It is substantiated that it was English landscape
style and eclecticism that became the dominant features
of the philosophy of Podillia park construction of the
XVIII — beginning of the XX century.

The main arguments in favour of the consistency of
English and gentry parliamentarism have been offered,
which became evident in the arguments in favour of the
English park-building fashion: following the trends of
that time Western-European park-building mode; the
role of Ukrainian lands as a “transit corridor” to pro-
mote this fashion to Eastern Europe; less commercial
value of the landscape, formed in the English landscape
or scenery style (compared to the French regular); the
optimal correspondence of the philosophy of the Eng-
lish landscape park to the worldview and the mentality
of the gentry. It is proved that despite the ambiguity of
the semantics of the garden-park culture, in the his-
torical genesis the national-mental factor is of decisive
importance. The phenomenon of imposition of the gen-
try (aristocratic) world-view of the owners (Pototsky,
Orlovsky, Chechel, Skibnevsky, Gidzhelitsky, Korsakiv,
etc.) has been substantiated by the attempts to follow
the canons of the Western European fashion in the art
of the park industry — park-building Europeans (Irish
McClair, Germans V. Cronenberg, Zenngolts, F. To-
meir, Miller, K. Metzel, Frenchman E. André, Dutch-
man E. Piterert Van Leer, etc.).

The results of the synthetic combination of philosophi-
cal ideas of the English landscape style, Oriental phi-

losophy and gentry world-view and mentality and their
expression in the formation of the phenomenon of the
Podillia estate park have been correlated and demon-
strated.

Conclusions. The multi-factor nature of the philosophy
of creation of landscapes of Podillia estate parks has
been proved. It is determined that in the combination
with palace complexes, Podillia parks form the canvas
of cultural landscape of Podillia region in general. The
eclecticism of Podillia region park-building tradition
as an artistic pattern of the studied epoch has been
proved. Thus, eclecticism emerged as a style that al-
lowed artists to expand the boundaries of freedom of
thought, ensured the breadth of action and led to the
formation of artistic phenomena, including those in the
park-building tradition. The prospects of the further
studies are the study of typology, artistic-compositional
features, taxonomic characteristics of Podillia region
parks formations with the goal of holistic, meaningful
and complete study of the semantics of Podillia region
estate park.
